Workshop # 1

Estrogen Receptor IHC Analysis and the Implementation of Standardization Guidelines
Category: Histology/General

Elizabeth Sheppard, MBA, HT(ASCP), Ventana Medical Systems, Tucson, AZ

The Presence of Estrogen Receptor (ER) by IHC testing demonstrates the predictive response to tamoxifen based
therapy in breast cancer. Accurate ER protein assessment is critical for optimal treatment. However, there has
been laboratory testing variability to include false negative results reported. Lack of standardization, validation
and good quality control is thought to be the major reason for testing errors. Additionally, variability in scoring
and reporting techniques have been noted.

In an effort to standardize ER testing, American Society for Clinical Oncology (ASCO) and the College of
American Pathologists (CAP) have published testing, scoring and reporting guidelines for laboratories. This
workshop will review ER testing and the significance to the patient’s treatment, discussions concerning
implementation of the ASCO/CAP guidelines will also be included.

Workflow Analysis in Your Laboratory

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, more than 7 billion tests are run each year in
medical laboratories throughout the United States, contributing to more than 70% of all medical decisions
(Boone, 2003). One of the biggest challenges laboratories face when working with this vast number of tests is the
ability to accurately label and track laboratory specimens throughout the lab process in order to avoid potential
misidentifications errors. Recently, there have been great improvements in reliable and cost-effective technology
that removes many of the potential error points along the process of specimen collection, grossing, staining,
analysis, and archiving. This has enabled labs to develop “closed-loop” specimen identification and tracking
systems that use advanced labeling and barcode technology to greatly reduce errors and increase workflow
efficiencies. This program is designed to walk through the pathology workflow and to identify areas for patient
identification, verification and tracking. The participants will have the opportunity to map a workflow analysis to
identify potential areas for risk in their laboratory with a suggested interactive workflow model.

Workshop # 7

Applied Histochemistry and Immunohistochemistry in every day Practice in Liver Pathology
Category: Histology/General

Monica T. Garcia, M.D., Univ. of Miami/Jackson Memorial-Miami, FL

Histochemistry and Immunohistochemistry play an essential role in the diagnosis of liver pathology, including
neoplastic processes and medical liver diseases. Histopathological examination of needle biopsies of the liver is a
cornerstone in the diagnostic work-up on a patient with symptoms of chronic liver disease. Application of the full
battery of histochemical stains helps to specify the etiology in a substantial number of cases (i.e. Iron stain for
hemochromatosis, PAS stain with diastase for alpha 1 antitrypsin deficiency), to determine severity of liver injury
(Trichrome stain for degree of fibrosis) and to establish the diagnosis of liver cell neoplasms (reticulin stain for
hepatocellular carcinoma). . In this presentation, the use of histochemical and immunohistochemical stains in
every day practice of liver pathology will be discussed, emphasizing the importance of a high-quality staining and
diagnostic pitfalls.

Workshop # 8

Part A - The Art of Embedding

This course will address why precision and form matter most in embedding for patient diagnosis. Advantages of
knowing how to properly orient your specimen according to tissue type, size and depth. In addition, how to
embed the more difficult tissues. Understanding and choosing which paraffin that best suites your tissue for
infiltration and microtomy. Moreover, things to avoid when embedding. Plus, troubleshooting these problems
before permanent damage is done.

Knowing You, Knowing Me

This workshop will include a self-assessment of your personality style and detailed explanation of the four basic
styles in the DISC system: Dominance; Influence; Steadiness; and Conscientiousness. We will then explain how
the different styles can positively — and negatively - interact as well as techniques to improve communication and
understanding across all styles. Further we will examine the basic fears, stressors, and motivators for each style,
emphasizing that each personality style, in essence (and hearing) in their language, which may be different than
your own. We will than examine how blends of the four basic types can be used to identify motivations and
communication styles in a diverse group and the implications of this understanding for those in — or aspiring to —
leadership roles. Similar to the Myers-Brigg Type indicator system, the DISC system involves only four basic
types, as opposed to the 16 permutations possible in the MBT]I. It is quickly learned and applied and much more
useful in fostering relationship skills, rather than just as a tool of self-assessment.

How and Why of Immunohistochemistry

The presentation is directed to the Histotechs who would like to hear about the history of Immunohistochemistry
and the use of this technique as a diagnostic tool for the Surgical Pathologist, including some case studies. Some
examples of antibody sensitivity and specificity and staining patterns as well as the utilization of some of the
diagnostic tests. This presentation will cover a basic overview of the questions that should be asked when an
Immunohistochemistry Laboratory is to be set up: which antibodies, detection systems, instrumentation and
validation protocols. To be discussed is the importance good Histology plays in the production of good
Immunohistochemistry, from processing through cutting of the slides for staining. Some troubleshooting and
standardization techniques used in Histology and Immunohistochemistry will be covered.

Melanomas can be a challenge in pathology to diagnose due to
the various appearances it presents in both metastatic and primary lesions. Immunohistochemical applications
can be useful to accurately recognize melanomas. This lecture will focus on diagnostic questions and current
immunohistochemical panels in the diagnostic work up of primary tumors and metastatic melanomas of unknown
primary origin. IHC markers that can be used to determine melanocytic tumors will also be discussed.

Part BT Practical Immunohistochemistry in Breast pathology
Category: Histology/General
Marilin Rosa, MD, Shands/UF Health Science Center Jacksonville

Although the majority of diagnoses in breast Pathology can be achieved on routine hematoxylin & eosin
preparations, it is well known that some lesions pose a diagnostic challenge to the pathologist requiring additional
studies. Therefore, nowadays immunohistochemistry is playing a major role in diagnostic breast pathology.
Immunohistochemistry is frequently used in the evaluation of many epithelial proliferations of the breast.
Common applications include the use of myoepithelial markers to evaluate for stromal invasion, E-cadherin to
distinguish between ductal and lobular neoplasia, evaluation of prognostic/ predictive marker in patients with
breast cancer, immunohistochemical profiles to characterize site of origin of metastatic carcinomas, and
cytokeratin stains to detect metastases in sentinel lymph nodes. Most common uses, practical considerations, and
potential pitfalls in the use of immunohistochemistry in these diagnostic categories will be discussed.
